THE PASSION READING

Luke 22:1-5,21-23 Now the Feast of Unleavened Bread drew
near, which is called Passover. > And the chief priests and
the scribes sought how they might kill Him, for they
feared the people. 3 Then Satan entered Judas, surnamed
[scariot, who was numbered among the twelve. * So he
went his way and conferred with the chief priests and cap-
tains, how he might betray Him to them. 5 And they were
glad, and agreed to give him money. ® So he promised and

sought opportunity to betray Him to them in the absence
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of the multitude.
[After supper while the disciples were gachered, Jesus said
to them]

> "But behold, the hand of My betrayer is with Me on the
table. *"And truly the Son of Man goes as it has been de-
termined, but woe to that man by whom He is betrayed!"
* Then they began to question among themselves, which

of them it was who would do this thing,

p Blessed are they who hear the Word of God and
keep it!

Stay here and watch
with Me." % He went a little farcther and fell on His face,
and prayed, saying, "O My Father, if it is possible, let this
cup pass from Me; nevertheless, not as I will, but as You
will" * Then He came to the disciples and found them
asleep, and said to Peter, "What? Could you not watch
with Me one hour? * "Watch and pray, lest you enter into
temptation. The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is
